DESCRIPTIONS AND GENERAL TIME COMMITMENTS OF TECT COMMITTEES

1. AGM Hospitality: Sets in motion, prepares and hosts the social activities for Metro delegates at the Provincial AGM in March. Meets regularly from November to March.

2. Awards: Solicit nominations for Unit awards. Meets three or four times per year.

3. Christian Living/Human Rights: Facilitates opportunities for the membership to gather and promote Christian Fellowship.

Works for the elimination of sex-role stereotyping and provides workshops for the membership in the area of equal opportunity.  Meets monthly.

4. Communications: Solicits contributions from members and prepares articles for the Metro Voice. Meets twice per issue.

5. Educational Aid: Approves assistance for individuals or groups undertaking domestic projects of educational impact. Three or four meetings.

6. Legislation: Receives from the membership any proposed changes to the TECT By-Laws. Four or five meetings.

7. Political Advisory: Brings to members’ attention the politics involved in educational decision making and suggests teachers’ involvement in issues. Meets monthly.

8. Resolutions: Receives suggestions for changes to Provincial OECTA By-Laws and presents these as resolutions to the General Meeting in November.  Meets twice in the fall term.
